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Summary

This is a proof of concept integration between a GitHub (GitHub 2008) repo and figshare (figshare 2016)
in an effort to get a DOI for a GitHub repository. When a repository is tagged for release on GitHub,
Fidgit (Smith 2013) will import the release into figshare thus giving the code bundle a DOI. In a somewhat
